Start from Horne’s Place Oast & Barn holiday home. Leave the property and turn right along the track. Head
through the gate on to the public footpath with the farm buildings on your right and the lake on the left.

Continue through the gate or over the stile to carry on between the hedgerows on the footpath.

You are
now on the Saxon Shore Way and may spot the yellow signs.
